Digital (online) scoring will be used in place of official scorecards through
the USGA Tournament Management (USGA TM) app. Players are asked to download the USGA TM app prior to the start
of their round. Complete instructions on how to download the USGA TM app, login, and keep score will be sent to players
prior to the start of the tournament. Upon completion of the round players will enter the designated scoring area to re-
view and verify their scores verbally with the scoring official.
