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PRACTICE ROUNDS 
 

To make arrangements for a practice round at a time convenient to the club contact Elks Country Club 
at (402) 564-4930. Practice round rate is $30 if walking and $50 with cart.  
 
CADDIES, PUSH CARTS and GOLF CARTS 
 

You may carry your own bag, use a caddie or use a golf cart. Pull/push carts are also permitted. The 
daily cart fee is $20 with payment made directly to the golf shop. Maximum of two (2) carts per 
group will be allowed. Under no circumstances will three (3) carts be allowed in a group. Players 
should expect to be paired up for cart use. Caddies will be asked to walk if carts are occupied by 
players. 
 
PLAYER REGISTRATION AND CHECK-IN 
 

All players must register prior to the stroke play qualifier Tuesday morning and check-in with the NGA. 
A registration/check-in table will be located near the cart staging area for this purpose.  
 
PRACTICE FACILITIES 
 

Practice facilities will be available to players one hour prior to the start of each round of the  
championship. Range balls are complimentary and will be available on the range.  

 
SCORING 
 

Scorecards will be used during the championship. Either one player or caddie in each group will be  
required to enter hole-by-hole scores digitally via an electronic device (cell phone) through the Golf 
Genius app.  Players are asked to download the Golf Genius app prior to the start of their first round. 
Complete instructions on how to download the Golf Genius app, login, and keep score will be at the 
starter’s table. Upon completion of the round players will enter the designated scoring area to review, 
verify and sign their scorecards. 
 
ON-COURSE SNACKS & WATER 
 

Bottled water and snacks will be available for players and caddies on 1 and 10 tees.  As well as bottled 
water on the golf course near 5 tee and 14 tee.  
 
SPECTATORS 
 

There are no limitations on spectators. Spectator carts are permitted based on availability.  
 
DIVISIONS 
 

Championship - begins with an 18-hole stroke play qualifier Tuesday morning to determine 16-player 
championship bracket. Remaining championship division players will be placed in additional match 
play brackets (Founder’s Flight and Flight 1). A tie for the last qualifying spot in the championship 
bracket will be decided immediately by a hole-by-hole playoff beginning on Hole #1 unless otherwise  
determined by the Committee. Seeds within brackets will be determined by qualifying score, ties in 
qualifying will be decided by blind draw, with the exception of those participating in a play-off. The 
round of 16 for Championship and Founder’s brackets will begin Tuesday afternoon; quarterfinal and 
semifinal matches will take place Wednesday; final matches are scheduled Thursday morning. 
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Tournament (Net) - flights will be created in advance based on Handicap Index. All flights will play in 
an 18-hole stroke play qualifier Tuesday morning to determine seeds within flights for match play 
(based on net scores); ties will be decided by blind draw. Quarterfinal and semifinal matches will take 
place Wednesday; final matches are scheduled Thursday morning.

Players must be neat in appearance with respect to clothing and personal grooming. The Committee 
in charge shall decide whether this requirement has been met, and has authority to withdraw the  
entry of a player who does not comply.

PRIZES 
 

Championship Division: Qualifying Medalist – bronze medal to keep; Championship Bracket:  
Champion – custody of the traveling trophy, trophy and gold medal to keep; Runner-Up – trophy and 
silver medal to keep. Founder’s Bracket: Winner - trophy; Flight 1: Winner - trophy; Merchandise  
payouts to be announced. 
 

Non-Championship Divisions (Net Flights): Flight winners – trophy to keep; Merchandise payouts to 
be announced. 
 
GROUPINGS AND STARTING TIMES 
 

Groupings and starting times for the qualifier are available through the championship web site (link 
below). Match play brackets will be determined following the qualifier. As mentioned previously, the 
Championship Division (Championship and Founders Brackets) begin match play Tuesday afternoon 
and Flight 1 beginning matches Wednesday. The Tournament Division (Net Flights) begins match play 
on Wednesday.

Official scoring will be done electronically through the Golf Genius app. Players are asked to install this app on 
their mobile device prior to the start of qualifying.  
  
 
 

INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. Go to your app store on your Android or iPhone. Search “Golf Genius”. Down-
load the app. 
 

2. When you receive your printed scorecard, open the mobile app on your 
phone.  
 

3. Enter the GGID found on the bottom of your printed scorecard. (Do not enter 
your email or any password) 
 

4. Click on your name. 
 

5. Enter the correct GROSS score for all of the players. 
 

6. After scores are entered for a hole, click “Save Scores”. You will be directed to 
the next hole.
