Each player is entitled to one practice round, free-of-charge (walking), the week prior to the championship. Tee times are 
based on availability, so please call the Awarii Dunes golf shop at (308) 743-1111 and reserve your time as soon as possi-
ble.  

 

REGISTRATION   
Players are required to check in prior to their first round starting time. Registration will be located in front of the club-
house beginning at 7 a.m. Monday.  
 

PRACTICE FACILITIES 
Practice areas will open at 7 a.m. each day of the championship. Range balls will be available on the range. The practice  
range and practice green at Awarii Dunes are located north of the main parking lot.

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STARTING TIMES 
Starting times for Rounds One and Two will be posted following the deadline. See the pairings tab on the championship 
web site for your assigned starting tee and time. It is your responsibility to be present at your assigned starting tee and 
ready to play at the assigned time. The No. 1 tee at Awarii Dunes is a long walk from the clubhouse/range, please plan 
your time accordingly. The No. 10 tee is next to the range, on the north side of the clubhouse. 
 

CADDIES   
A player may provide his/her own caddie. Caddies are prohibited from taking transportation during the round. Exception: 
A player may not use a parent or guardian as a caddie during the championship. 
 

SCORING 
Scorecards will be used during the championship. Either one player or caddie in each group will be required to enter hole-
by-hole scores digitally via an electronic device (cell phone) through the Golf Genius app.  Players are asked to download 
the Golf Genius app prior to the start of their first round. Complete instructions on how to download the Golf Genius app, 
login, and keep score will be at the starter’s table. Upon completion of the round players will enter the designated scoring 
area to review, verify and sign their scorecards.  
 

FORMAT    
A) Stroke Play – Girls—54 Holes; Boys—54 Holes. 
MONDAY A.M. & P.M., JUNE 10, First Round, 18-holes. (Boys & Girls) 
TUESDAY A.M. & P.M., JUNE 11, Second Round, 18-holes. (Boys & Girls) 
The low 15 scores and ties will advance to play the girls’ Final Round on Wednesday. 
The low 36 scores and ties will advance to play the boys’ Final Round on Wednesday. 
WEDNESDAY A.M., JUNE 12, Final Round, 18-holes. (Boys & Girls) 
Girls’ Lowest Score for 54 holes will be champion.  Boys’ Lowest Score for 54 holes will be champion. A tie for first place 
will be played off hole-by-hole until a champion is determined. 

 

FOOD & BEVERAGE  
The clubhouse will be open for food and beverage needs beginning at 7 a.m. each day of the championship. Water sta-
tions will be available on-course. In addition, fruit and snacks will be available on the starting tees.
