FORMAT   
36-hole stroke play competition. In Four-Ball stroke play, two competitors play as partners, each playing his 
own ball. The lower score of the partners is the score for the hole.  
 
DIVISIONS    
Following the first round, the field will be separated into divisions based upon first round score. All teams remain 
eligible for the overall title but are restricted to merchandise prizes within their division.
